A day full of discovery and wonder, where campers explore the beauty and diversity of nature.
They are introduced to design through nature, discovering how simple observations can turn into
creative ideas. A journey that inspires them to see nature as an endless space for creativity.

Campers embark on a journey of discovery, exploring their surroundings through interactive
experiences and innovative solutions that harmonize with nature. They observe the world from

a different perspective, seeing challenges as opportunities and transforming everyday elements
into creative ideas and inspiring visions. We imagine the world differently, opening doors to fresh
thinking inspired by nature and hands-on exploration.

A Day where campers step into the role of real designers, exploring how simple ideas can reshape
the way we experience space. Through natural materials and interactive elements, they begin to
experiment with creating smart solutions, tangible models that evolve through testing and iteration.
Inspired by the spirit of a Designathon, the experience moves fast from idea generation to hands-
on prototyping and collaborative thinking. No fixed answers—only open space for exploration,
repetition and transforming ideas into living prototypes that reflect the mindset of a true designer.

On this day, young designers continue their journey, turning yesterday’s experiments into tangible
results. They refine, test and showcase their creations, seeing firsthand how their ideas evolve
from concept to functional prototypes. Challenges are explored, solutions iterated and creativity
put to the ultimate test as participants celebrate the outcomes of their design efforts. Every model
tells a story, and every adjustment reflects the hands-on learning and ingenuity of the designers
themselves.

Center closed

A journey of discovery and exploration, where campers engage in hands-on activities to
understand the properties of light and how it behaves in different situations. This practical
experience encourages them to work with their hands, explore possibilities, and discover how light
can be directed in effective ways and reimagined through design.

A day full of discovery and experimentation, where campers explore how things begin and evolve
in unexpected ways. They experience how ideas can take shape and transform into something
alive —a journey that opens new perspectives, inviting them to see the world as a connected
system full of possibilities.

Everyday spaces become a starting point for experimentation and rethinking the environment
around us. Different ideas are explored through hands-on work with materials and the development
of adaptable, testable models. The focus lies on the relationship between design and nature, and
how small decisions can influence the balance and vitality of a place. Each attempt adds a deeper
understanding of how to create environments that feel more connected to life around them.

On the final day of the camp, campers will reflect on their journey and finalize their camp projects.

They will prepare to present and display their creations to their families and friends. During the last
45 minutes of the day, families are invited to visit the Summer Camp and explore the projects and

experiences the campers have developed over the past two weeks.
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
