Description

On this day, parents will complete the registration process and collect the campers’ camp kits. It is
also a chance for your child to familiarize themselves with the camp’s environment, learning spaces,
facilitators and friends.

Center closed

On this day, campers will explore how people documented their lives long before written language.
Through engaging, hands-on activities, they will discover how images, symbols and markings were
used to carry stories from the past into the present—showing how documentation helps preserve
memories across time.

What if you lived in a cave long ago—how would you record your life? Would you tell your story on the
walls?

In this experience, campers will imagine themselves in ancient times and explore how early humans
shared their stories. They will create their own simple carving tools and use them to design and carve
symbols and images that represent the stories they would like to tell.

On this day, campers will discover how, after carving on walls, people began expressing themselves
through painting. They will explore how early artists created colors from natural materials and
experiment with making their own nature-inspired pigments.

As they move forward, campers will observe paintings from different regions and cultures, discussing
what they notice and how these artworks tell stories about traditions and daily life around the world.

Through this journey, campers will discover how writing made it possible to share stories, traditions
and knowledge across generations. They will see how each new material and writing system helped
people communicate more widely and preserve their cultures, turning written language into one of the
most powerful tools for recording human history.

Campers will explore how writing has evolved over time. Before paper was invented, people recorded
their daily lives by symbols and words into clay tablets.

Center closed

The campers will take on a special mission: to document one day of their lives in the year 2026
through photographs. They will reflect on which moments are meaningful to them and choose what
they would like to preserve as lasting memories. Along the way, they will learn about the history of
photography and discover how capturing an image was once a long and careful process—sometimes
taking days or even weeks to develop—compared to the instant photos we take today. Through this
experience, they will understand how photography has transformed the way we record and remember
our lives.

Today’s mission is to document a day at summer camp through video recording. Campers will film
meaningful moments, then work together to edit their footage —adding effects, transitions, music and
voice-overs to shape the final story the way they imagine it. Through this creative process, they will
discover how video can be a powerful tool for preserving memories, capturing emotions and telling
stories that can be shared and remembered in the future.

How can a scent describe who you are or the life you live?

On this day, campers will explore how smell is closely connected to memory and identity. They will
begin creating their own personal spaces for future documentation—spaces that reflect their stories
and experiences. As part of this journey, they will design their own unique scents, blending aromas
that represent their personality and what “home” means to them. Through this sensory exploration,
they will discover how even a fragrance can preserve memories and tell a personal story.

On the final day of the camp, participants will reflect on their journey and finalize their camp projects.
They will prepare to present and display their creations to their families and friends. During the last
45 minutes of the day, families are invited to visit the Summer Camp and explore the projects and
experiences the campers have developed over the past two weeks.
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
