Description

On this day, parents will complete the registration process and collect the campers’ camp kits.
It is also a chance for your child to familiarize themselves with the camp’s environment, learning
spaces, facilitators and friends.

Visual arts open a world that we experience through sight and imagination. Created from a

wide range of materials, artworks may reflect reality as it is, reinterpret it through personal
impressions, or celebrate pure aesthetic beauty without representing a specific subject. Through
an interactive museum gallery visit, campers will discover these concepts firsthand, learning how
to observe, interpret and appreciate art with curious and creative eyes.

Drawing is one of humanity’s earliest and most powerful forms of expression. In this session,
campers will discover drawing as an easy and exciting way to share their ideas and imagination.
Using a variety of accessible tools and materials, they will explore lines, shapes, and textures
while building confidence in their creative voice.

In this session, campers will transform raw clay into masterpieces, exploring the magic of shape
and texture. It’s a hands-on journey where curiosity meets tactile discovery, helping kids build
fine motor skills and focus.

Explore the history of color and expression. Long before modern cameras, artists created their
own pigments using natural materials like plants and minerals. In this session, children will learn
how art has changed over time, from storytelling paintings to abstract styles. Through simple,
hands-on activities, they will practice mixing colors, observing details and expressing their own
ideas on canvas.

Stamps and printing are creative techniques used to repeat shapes and patterns in unique
ways. In this session, campers will be introduced to simple printing methods and see how a
single stamp can be used to create a series of artworks. Through hands-on practice, they will
experiment with repetition and design while developing their coordination and attention to detail.

Fabrics have been a part of daily life for thousands of years, originally crafted from natural fibers
like cotton, wool and silk. In this session, campers will learn how these traditional materials can
be used as a medium for art. Through simple, hands-on activities, they will experiment with
textures and layering to see how different materials can be combined into unique textile pieces.

Architecture is a form of art that shapes the spaces where we live, gather and learn. For
centuries, buildings have been designed to balance function with beauty. In this session,
campers will explore the creative process behind structural design. They will also participate in
a guided walk around lthra to observe its unique forms and materials, helping them see how art
and architecture blend together in the world around them.

On the final day of the camp, participants will reflect on their journey and finalize their camp
projects. They will prepare to present and display their creations to their families and friends.
During the last 45 minutes of the day, families are invited to visit the Summer Camp and explore
the projects and experiences the campers have developed over the past two weeks.
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
